Site Description:

The 919/921 and 923/925 parcels sit are surrounded by alley, street and a parking lot.
The 923/925 parcel was purchased by the current owner as a vacant lot. Along S Taylor
the building on the 919/921 parcel stands as an isolated residential building.

The building at 919/921 S. Taylor was originally a four unit (flat) apartment building
originally constructed in the 1920s or 1930s. The current owner combined the downstairs
and upstairs flats on the north side of the building into one unit changing the building into
three units. The two units on the south side of the building have not been remodeled and
show their wear.

On the exterior of the 919/921 building the upper cornice and fascia material and detailing
were removed sometime in the past

Proposed Project:

St. Louis College of Health Careers (SLCHC) is proposing to salvage/demolish the
building at 919/921 S. Taylor. A surface parking lot is to be constructed on the lots at
919/921 and 923/925 S. Taylor. This parking lot will connect to the existing parking lot on
its north side that is owned by SLCHC. Included with this packet are drawings of the
proposed work.

The removal of the building at 919/921 S. Taylor will include two different companies. We
have assessed the interior and exterior with Habitat For Humanity’s Restore. They will be
removing materials and items for resale in St. Louis. Bellon Wrecking and Salvage will
remove the remaining building by salvaging bricks and lumber and demolishing the rest.

Project Timeline:

Once approval is received from the Cultural Resources Office and a demolition permit is
issued the removal of the building is planned to begin within 30 days. The removal of the
building and cleaning of the site should be complete within the next 30 days. Once the
site is leveled and a construction permit is issued the parking lot work will begin.

The timeliness of this project is important to the college due to the congested parking
along S Taylor and the new development planned on the east side of the street.
